Personal and Social Development
The focus of this half term is getting to know each other and ensuring we all feel secure and happy at Homefield. We will spend time getting used to the new environment and the adults who are here to support us in our learning. 
We will read the book The Colour Monster by Anna Llenas and use it to help us explore and discuss how we are feeling and consider how others are felling.
Our topic in our Jigsaw scheme is called Being Me in My World. Through our lessons we will explore: what makes us similar and different to others; recognising and managing our feelings; working with each other to make school a happy place; why its good to be kind and use gentle hands; understanding that we all have rights and that all children should be allowed to learn and play; what being responsible means. 

Expressive Arts and Design
We will explore collage, self-portraits, and how to use different equipment to create artwork. 
There will opportunities throughout the week to tell stories to each other in class and when playing in the areas. 
We sing nursery rhymes and counting songs throughout the week.
Our Charanga music topic is: Me!
Autumn 1 - Who am I?
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Mathematics
We will play counting games. 
We will count groups of objects.
We will begin to subitise numbers (recognising an amount without counting, e.g. the dots on a dice), to 5.
We will begin to understand the composition of numbers to 5, e.g. different ways to make 4 – 1+3, 2+2, 0+4. 
Understanding the World
We will use the All About Me posters made over the summer to recognise and talk about the people we know in our immediate family and our community.
We will find out about the different people who help us around school. 
We will describe what we can see, hear and feel whilst outside and think about how the world around us is changing with the seasons. 
Our Discovery RE topic is ‘Special People’

Communication and Language
When the children first start they will share their ‘All About Me’ posters or boxes that they created with you over the summer.  
Throughout the term we will sing and recite nursery rhymes and read and talk about a range of books. 
When we encounter new and exciting vocabulary we will discuss the meaning of the words and the children will be encouraged to begin to use them in their speech. 
Physical Development
Every day the children will explore and develop movement skills such as jumping, running, hopping and skipping in the outside areas.
Our PE lessons will focus on developing ball skills. 
We will learn how to grip a pencil, correctly. 
Literacy
We will share a range of fiction and non-fiction books to explore who we are and how we are feeling about starting school e.g. The Colour Monster, The Colour Monster Goes to School, Ruby’s Worry & Only One You. 
We teach phonics using the scheme ‘Little Wandle’. The children will begin to learn the letter sounds and how to blend them to read 3 letter words, e.g. sit, tip, pat, etc. We will teach the correct letter formation when introducing a new letter. You will find the letters we are learning each week on the Homefield Highlights. 
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
