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Our focus is printing. The children will: develop the skill of assessing how much paint is needed; how to press and lift without smudging; use different objects and materials to print.
There will opportunities throughout each week to: tell stories to each other; learn and perform poems; sing nursery rhymes and counting songs.
The children will learn, rehearse and perform a nativity that you will be invited to come to see at the end of term.
Our Charanga music topic is: My Stories
Mathematics
We will focus on comparing quantities, the children will be encouraged to look carefully and use the language of comparison to describe sets of objects that they can see. Language is a key focus and adults will model the language of ‘more than’ and ‘fewer than’ to describe how many objects there are in each set. ‘Fewer than’ is used rather than ‘less than’ because the focus is on countable things.
The children will begin to explore composition by focusing on the preliminary skills: the concept of ‘wholes’ and ‘parts’. By investigating their own bodies and familiar toys, they will begin to understand that whole things are often made up of smaller parts and that a whole is bigger than its parts.

Literacy
We will be looking at a range of fiction and non-fiction books to support our learning of ‘Autumn’ and the different celebrations associated with this time of year, e.g. bonfire night, Hunnakah and Christmas.
The children will be using their phonic knowledge to write sounds for firework pictures, e.g. pop and bang. 
They will be using their writing skills in our role-play Post Office to write letters, cards, postcards, etc.
 
Physical Development
Every day the children will explore and develop movement skills such as jumping, running, hopping and skipping in the outside areas.
Our PE lessons will focus on ball skills and how we can use our hands to move with a ball. PE lessons will be on Wednesdays.
The children will work on their fine motor skills by continuing to take part in regular dough disco sessions. We will support the children to hold their pen or pencil correctly when writing and completing pencil control activities. 
Understanding the World
We will explore when, why and how different people celebrate. We will find out about different celebrations and see what makes these special times similar and different.
We will continue to learn about our senses, using them to discover and describe what we can see, hear, smell, feel and taste with the changing seasons. 
Our Discover RE focus religion is Christianity and the theme is Christmas.

Personal and Social Development
We will continue to develop new friendships in our classes and across the year group. 
Anti-bullying week falls this half term. We will use the book 'Dont hug Doug' by Carrie Finison and Giraffes Can’t Dance by Giles Andreae to help discuss what bullying means and how we can respect each others differences..  
The topic in our Jigsaw scheme is called Celebrating Difference. We will: identify what we are good at and understand that everyone is good at different things; understand that being different makes us all special; develop our understanding that we are all different but the same in some ways; talk about why our homes are special places; develop our understanding of how to be a kind friend; think of which words to use to stand up for ourselves if someone says or does something unkind.
 
Autumn 2 - How do we celebrate?

Communication and Language
When looking at various celebrations the children will have the opportunity to listen and learn about different cultures and traditions and to ask questions to extend their understanding.
We will continue to learn new and exciting vocabulary. We will discuss the meaning of the words and the children will be encouraged to use them in their speech. 
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
