Steps to creating a stencil in the style 

of Banksy 

1) Discuss topical issues within our world. 

2) Decide on a template that you could use to 

represent your views from step one. 

3) Edit your template and decide on colours. 

4) Cut out key elements of your stencil design using a 

craft knife, leaving some parts uncut. 

5) Layer the stencils correctly to achieve desired 

effect. 

6) Apply paint through your stencil onto a piece of 

card using a sponge.

Banksy—Who is he? 

Banksy is one of the world’s most famous artists, but 

despite his global following, his identity remains, 

officially at least, unknown. 

Banksy started off in the early nineties as a freehand 

graffiti artist and a member of the DryBreadZ Crew of 

Bristol.  

By 2000, he had begun using a technique called stencil 

graffiti which allowed him to apply his designs quicker 

and create identical versions of the same image. 

Banksy’s work often contains a political message which 

encourages people to think about things that affect 

their lives and consider whether they think something 

in society is right or wrong.   

Opinions are divided as to whether Banksy’s graffiti 

should be viewed as vandalism or a way of voicing a 

strong belief  through artwork.
