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· We will be learning the long vowel digraphs/trigraphs – ai, ee, igh, oa. oo (look), oo (zoom), ar, or, ur, ow, oi, ear, air, er
· Writing short sentences with a capital letter and a full stop.
· Practising forming our letters correctly
· Reading about real life jobs – The Busy People series. 





Expressive Arts and Design
· Focus artist – Mondrian
· Exploring powder paints and colour mixing skills
· Mrs Cossins from the upper school will be coming to teach music on a Friday, for the half term.




Physical Development
· P.E. will be on a Thursday. We will be learning Street Dance with Kerry from Wannado.
· Continue to use the bikes and scooters to strengthen core and gain balance control. 
· Hold scissors correctly to cut a variety of shapes
· Use the correct pen grip to form most letters correctly.





Understanding the World
· Learning about people who help us in the community – doctors, firefighters, police, shop assistants, builders, etc
